I think of myself as a pretty strong person, but today, my
heart is broken.

——————— T —grieves—me—to—see—the—horrificecrimes being perpetrated
against children in Pakistan and other Islamic nations, as
radical Muslims seek to punish Christians for being Christians.

A three-year-old Pakistani girl from a Christian family was
brutally raped by a Muslim man because of her family’s faith --
we’re representing the family and fighting for justice.

But this is just one tragic example. Around the world,
anti-Christian persecution is skyrocketing. Christians are
being hunted down like animals -- deported en masse, kidnapped,
enslaved, raped, beheaded, tortured, burned alive, crucified.

The barbaric perpetrators think they can get away with
these attacks —-- because Christians are “second-class citizens,”
not even fully human, who will have little or no recourse under
Muslim-controlled governments.

So let me ask you: How much are we willing to allow our
brothers and sisters to suffer before we act?

Enough is enough. Every day, the ACLJ is fighting back --
fighting for the children who have been brutalized -- fighting
for families who have been savagely attacked -- fighting to
protect Christians and stop the annihilation of the Christian
faith.

THIS PERSECUTION AGAINST CHRISTIANS.

* We have mounted an international advocacy effort through all
of our offices in the U.S. and overseas.

* We just sent a major legal memorandum to the United Nations
(U.N.) documenting atrocities against Christians and urging
the international community to take decisive action to stop
the barbaric genocide of Christians by ISIS.

* We have made presentations at the U.N., and we recently
presented another major oral intervention at the U.N. in
Geneva 1in September.

* We continue to wvigilantly fight to protect religious freedom
across the globe -- and the fundamental right to worship God
without fear or threat.

* We're in federal court with a critical lawsuit demanding
a change in U.S. policy after the Obama Administration’s
disastrous dithering in combatting genocide allowed countless
Christians to suffer and die.

At the same time, we’ve been informed that American pastor,

Andrew Brunson, a U.S. citizen from North Carolina -- unjustly
imprisoned in Turkey on false charges -- is facing a dire
situation:

Additional false charges have been levied against him,
making his immediate release even more urgently important.

But God has given us a new opportunity to advocate
for Pastor Andrew’s release: an emergency decree has been
implemented in Turkey, giving President ErdoJan a slew of new
powers ... including the power to return prisoners to their
home countries.

We must strongly urge President Erdodan to execute his new

power on behalf of Pastor Andrew and return him to the United
States.

We are doing all we can to keep more Christians from being




abused, detained, wrongly imprisoned, and massacred. But we
need your help.
